The 
upshot is On the Road in China (see www.ontheroadinchina.com), a company through which he offers 
driving holidays in China and wants to show the world just how beautiful China can be. 

Most recently, between May 9th and August 12th 2007, a dream came true for Peter.   After two years of 
preparation, Peter took off on a 100-day road trip through China, not in a Land Rover or a Porsche 
Cayenne or a Humvee, but in the granddaughter of a 1950s Lotus, a car made for British race tracks and 
Sunday morning leisure rides on the smooth-as-a-baby's-bottom country roads of England.
